It is hearthbréaking” said Debbie, “when despite all of your
efforts, vou have no choice but to have an animal put down. [ know it is
sometimes necessary, but it is never easy, and it is the one thing about my job,
that I truly, truly hate”.

The Olive Branch Animal Shelter will handle between 800 and 1,000 animals
in a year's time. 20 to 25% are claimed by their owners. 40% are adopted out
to néw owners and about 20% are passed bn to the various rescue groups. The
gther 20% are, unfortunately, euthanized mostly gccaus? of aggressive
behavior, injury, or sometime, unfortunately, because there is literally no room
in the Shelter for them.

Because of the liability involved, the City is unable to use volunteers at the
Shelter, hﬁwever. donations of everything from animal ﬁ:!o?i, towels, blankets
toys, dog kennels and pet carriers, to Advantage and Frontline for flea control
are welcomed at the Shelter. An)‘éune wishing to make monetary donations
should do so to Friends of Olive Branch (Animal Shelter) at City Hall, 9200
Pigeon Roost in Olive Branch. Olive Branch'’s three veterinarian clinics, A/l
Animal Hospital, Cat & Cow Veterinary Clinic and Olive Branch Animal
Clinic are more than generous in their assistance and support of the Shelter:

In addition to animal control, the Olive Branch Animal Shelter responds to
animal cruelty and abuse reports, bite incidents and animal abandonment
Cases.

The Olive Branch Animal Shelter is open 8
to 5, Monday thru Friday and 8 to Noon on
Saturday. There are always an assortment
of dogs and cats available Tor adoption and
shelter animals are known to make reall
great pets.

FORMER INHABITANTS OF THIS AREA, THE UNCONQUERABLE CHICKASAW

The people of the Mississippi Cul-
fure, also known as the Mound-
builders were the original inhabitants
of the lower Mississippi Valley. They
were part of the original inhabitants of
North America who had crossed the
land bridge from Siberia to Alaska
around 2500BC. They lived in this
area up until around the year 1000AD,
when, for some reason, that culture
began to decline and vanish. Legend

up of aboriginal people migrated from the west (probably
g)m the Red River arca of Texas, or perhaps further south in
Mexico) and crossed the Mississippi River into what is now

the southeastern Ulited States. Soon after arriving, the
group, led by two brother chieftians, disagreed on where to
settle and ended up splitting into two groups. One group
followed brother, Chikasah and became the Chickasaw.
The other group followed brother, Chahta and became the
Choctaw. The Chickasaw assimilated the inhabitants who
were already here, and settled into an area that is now
northem Mississippi and Alabama, Tennessee and Kentucky:.
The Choctaw settled further south.

Though always small in numbers, as a result of continuous
warfare, when provoked, the Chickasaw were fierce fighters
and undefeatable in battle either by the Chernkee, Chociaw,
Creek and other Indian Tribes in their neighborhood, or by
the armies of the Enropean colonial powers, ]parlicularl}f the
hated French. The Chickasaw controlled the lower .
Mrtwswjﬂi River; mainly from their position of strength on
the Chickasaw E!uﬁ'nlgl present-day Memphis), and prevented
the French from ng their colonies in Lowuisiana and
Canada into a formidable French barrier through the middle
of the North American Continent, The inability of the French
to move freely up and down the Mississippi River would,
ultimately, result in the decline of French influence and later,
indirectly, in the Louisiana Purchase whereby France sold
the LLS. Government 800,000 square miles of territory wiest
of the Mississippi River in 1803, forever ending French
colonial ambitions in North America.

The Chickasaw were known as the “Spartans of the lower
Mississippi Valley ", and earned a reputation not to be trifled
with, and those who did, usually lived to regret it, if they lived
at all. Those who had dealings with them quickly found that
if you wronged a Chickasaw, it was not a matter of if they
would get revenge, but when.

Spanish explorer, Hernando DeSoto ran afoul of a tribe
known as the Chicasa (who would later become the
Chickasaw) and his expedition came dangerously close to

being wiped out by them on March 4, 1541 in the Bartle of

Chicasa in northeast Mississippi.
In the mid-18th century, the French, under Louisiana
Colonial Governor Bienville, imported an army from

France and undertook a two-front campaign to attack the
Chickasaw from the north and from the south in an effort,

once and for all, to resolve their problem by exterminating the
Chickasaw. The northern French army consisting of regular
troops, militia and Indian allies under Pierre D’Artaguette
came down the Mississippi River from Fort De Chartres in
Hllinois, landed at Fort Prudhomme on the Chickasaw Bluffs,
and then moved southeast through the area that is now Hive
Branch. Unaware that the southem French ammy was weeks
behind schedule, he pushed forward and met the Chickasaw
under Mingo Ouma on March 25, 1736 at the Banle of
Ogoula Tehetoka (also known as Tubbe § Ridee) southeast of

resent-day Pontotoc. The Chickasaw fought with such
erocity that the French s Indian allies abandoned them and
fled into the woods. D’ Artaguette and most of his officers
were killed and the French army was very nearly annihilated
with very few straggling back to the safety of the bluffs.

The southern French army under Bienville, now two months
behind schedule and not knowing the fate of the northemn
army. mwn:d nm'fh uut of Mobile, up the Tombighee River
and, acc their Choctaw allies. attacked the
Chic .’m.mw on May 'J’g 1736 and was soundly defeated at the
Battle of Ackia, southeast of present-day Tipelo.

Several other French mili campaigns against the
Chickasaw during that decade fared no better. In 1752, a
larger French army under Vaudreuil followed the same route
north from Mobile to attack the formidable Chickasaw and
suffered the same fate. The Chickasaw would repel all
invaders and maintain their control of the lower Mississippi
River until the advent of the steam powered riverboats in the
early 19th century.

The Chickasaw were trading partmers and allies of the British
m the pre-Revolutionary War era, with many English traders
taking Chickasaw wives and living among the Chickasaw.
The Chickasaw were neutral during the war and quickly
became friends of the new Uhited States following our
independence from England. They took pride in their clmm
that while thﬁ]y lived east of the Mississippi River th
never raised tomahawk :Famst the army of the mred
States. even fought alongside U.S. soldiers under
General Andrew Jackson in the Red Stick War against the
Creek Indians and at the Battle of New Orleans in the War of

French Louisiana Governor, JEAN-BAPTISTE LE MOYNE, SIEUR DE

The Chickasaw never lost a war until the mid-nineteenth
century after they had moved to Oklahoma when they
fought alongside the South in the American Civil War.
Even then, at war’s end, they were the last Confederate
force to surrender to the Union Army.®
